Application received after the due date will not be accepted. Candidates already in Government Service should apply through proper channel or attach ‘No Objection Certificate’ from their respective employers.



Reservation for candidates belonging to different categories will be as per the Gauhati High Court Rules. There will be 3% reservation for the disabled persons.
